When we joyously gather with our families this Easter, let us do so by celebrating life—the new
life that Jesus offers us. As we create memories with our children and grandchildren, let us not
forget that it is because of the death and resurrection of Jesus that we celebrate. This is one
holiday that agnostics and non-believers alike cannot take from us. Let us celebrate! He is risen!
