As the Long Range Planning
Committee evaluates our mission statement, the Mission Committee raises the awareness of Salem
of mission opportunities, and our Youth Program is reinvigorated by our new Youth Director, Corinne,

However, just like VBS, a crucial element is the desire of the congregation to
come and be a part of the excitement. That would include attendance in
worship, sharing and inviting friends and neighbors to church, financially
supporting the church, and demonstrating a desire to learn more about the
Word of God, just to name a few.

As we prepare to celebrate our 150th anniversary, and we fondly look back at
our history, it also is an opportunity to look forward as our ancestors did to
imagine what the future might hold for Salem. My prayer is that we, the
congregation of Salem, will recapture that moment when we were excited to
hear and learn about God’s Word.

As of July 21, 2010, and thanks to donations,
the outstanding loan balance for the
Educational Building roof and sanctuary
heating/cooling project has been reduced to
$15,426.78. Retiring this debt in time to have a
note burning ceremony as a part of Salem’s
150th anniversary celebration in August, 2010,
would be following our historical tradition. The
Parish Hall, built in 1950 for $45,000, was paid
in one year. The cost of constructing the
Educational Building in 1971 was $152,300
and was paid in three years. Remodeling the
sanctuary in 1979 at an estimated cost of
$300,000 was paid in seven years.

Salem members have always been generous
when there is a need. Each of us has different
resources and responsibilities. Some may be
able to contribute more and some less. An
additional donation to the Building Fund
averaging $350 per household would pay the
outstanding loan. Please give prayerful
consideration to providing an additional
donation to the Building Fund. Donations may
be placed in the offering plate using the
Building Fund envelopes or with a check
issued to Salem UCC with “Building Fund” on
the memo line. Thank you.
