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Dear Christian Friends and Members of the lllinois South Conference:

We want you to know that, under the leadership of Rev. SheldoeiColwr new Conference Minister, we are
making important progress in addressing long-neglected issl@®d to personnel, finance, and administration.
Members of the Conference and delegates to the Annual Meetihg Blinois South Conference know from the annual
reports presented over the past five plus years that theei@oné has consistently approved budgets that were not
balanced. Repeated decisions to do so have necessitated the infusion abfarals investments.

Since 2003, we have also seen a $125,000 decline in giving to Our Chifickes Mission (OCWM) Basic
Support. The accumulated effect of five years worth of defieending and decreasing Basic Support contributions has
had a significant impact on the Conference missions and ministries.

At the 2007 Annual Meeting, we attempted to address the proposeet liedigit by voting to delete $80,000
from the staff line in the budget. Our Conference Minister, indtat®on with the Personnel Committee, has complied
with this instruction. We have not filled the vacant Associatef€ence Minister position, and the Conference Council
has approved a new staff structure to be implemented by January 1, 2009.

Recently, the Executive Committee of the Conference Couneilgalith the Chairpersons of the Budget and
Investment Committees, met with our Conference Auditor, Refiner, to review the financial “trendline” for the past
seven years, assess our financial health, and evaluate our auggquacttices and reporting. The consultation with Mr.
Renner underscores the fact that continued deficit financing couwptbddecreased OCWM support needs special
attention now. He indicated that our accounting and reporting areyirgeed order, and that the Conference remains in
positive financial condition. Much of our positive financial piosit however, is reflected in land, buildings, and
equipment, rather than in liquid assets.

Subsequent to that meeting, the full Conference Council gdtlwereluly 2° in a specially called meeting to
receive Mr. Renner’s analysis of the Conference’s finampmaltion and take counsel together as your leadership team.
Mr. Renner confirmed our understanding that the cumulative efiectpresent reality of five years of deficit spending,
coupled with five years of seriously decreased OCWM contributluage caused the Conference to experience serious
cash flow problems. In order to deal with our current cash flallenges, the Council approved the establishment of a
line of credit from the Conference Investment Fund. Any funds used will bellbaefcounted for and repaid as moneys
are available.

The financial realities we face today have evolved duringy¢laes of transition in our Conference. During these
years, we experienced several changes in the Conference Mistigon as well as changes in office support staff. This
did not create deficit financing and a decline in giving, but withariety of leaders and approaches to finances there was
little continuity in the strategies developed for dealing with our firemtiallenges. Thus, the interim time proved to be a
season of diminishing resources.

After several years of turmoil, the lllinois South Confee led by an energetic and talented Conference
Minister, is moving into a new future. Your Conference leadeisélieves that now is the time to deal with our financial
realities. This isa time of opportunity! It is an opportunity for our Conference to discern its vision forfuhae,
identify its compelling mission, enlist resources to accashptiur deepest yearnings, and live out our convictions as an
instrument of God's mission.

Friends, we appreciate every penny your congregation sends @ottierence in the form of OCWM Basic
Support. We try our very best to be good stewards of your gitsidenced by the fact that, in a time of rising costs,
Conference expenses have remained essentially flat since 2@alstappreciate the financial challenges facing some
of our churches. Every Conference leader is a member of adlegath and is familiar with the financial challenges
facing those churches. Still, it seems apparent to us th&aloundantly blessing” God has a new word to speak to us, a
new mission on which to send us, and a revived energy and gfiriivhich to strengthen us if we will hear, reflect, and
act. Our shared commitment to OCWM Basic Support is the way wecare for one another and ensure the
resources of our common ministry.

We ask you to review your congregation’s giving to Our Church’s Wier Mission Basic Support. If you
are able, please consider giving beyond your budgeted amount for 2008.ytfu are behind in your contributions to
OCWM, encourage your folk to stretch to meet your current goal. Maybe your church can take on a project to
raise a special contribution toward OCWM.

We ask you to pray. The power of our prayers for each other and oumission will bring us extraordinary
results. We trust in God’s abundance and intention for us.

We encourage you to participaten one of the Pre-Annual Meeting meetings prior to our Annualtilgén
September. These meetings are for all members of our ctaimdly and, most especially, the local church delegates to
the Annual Meeting. The gatherings will be held on the following days:
