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We are God’s children called to seek, share, teach, and continue to experience the Word of God.   
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But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb; and she 
saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head and the 
other at the feet. They said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?”  She said to them, “They have 
taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid him.”  When she had said this, she 
turned around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus.  Jesus said to 
her, “Woman, why are you weeping?  Whom are you looking for?”  Supposing him to be the 
gardener, she said to him, “Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I 
will take him away.”  Jesus said to her, “Mary!”  She turned and said to him in Hebrew, “Rabbouni!”

Have you ever wondered what is so special about Easter?  Before you dismiss the question, try to 
answer it.  What is in the minds of people who come to church on Easter?  What are they expecting 
to see?  It seems to me that even the irregular church goer makes Easter a service that he/she must 
attend.  My question is …Why?  What is so special about Easter?  
 

Perhaps it is because of the wonderful memories from our childhoods of the Easter egg hunts and the 
big family meals.  Perhaps it is because of the sense of peace and calm that accompanies Easter.  
After all, should we not be making an extra effort to extend forgiveness—especially at Easter?  I think 
these are wonderful reasons; however, it is obviously so much more.  We are drawn to the Holy.  
There is something in our souls that recognizes that Easter is Holy and that we must be there to be in 
the presence of the Holy. 
 

In many ways, we re-live the Easter story when we are in attendance on Easter morning.  We come 
to the tomb to prepare the body, and we are confronted by the Holy.  In many ways this encountering 
of the Holy happens on a daily basis.  However, like Mary, we do not always recognize it.  By Easter 
morning, we will have completed our Lenten journey, been given the gift of the Holy meal on Maundy 
Thursday, witnessed the trial and execution of Jesus on Good Friday, and now we will be confronted 
by the resurrection.  The resurrection changes everything!  The resurrection brings everything into 
focus.  Now, all that Jesus said and taught makes sense—the disciples (and we) just didn’t get it. 
 

After encountering the Holy, we are different.  We are transformed from a people who have lost their 
Master to a forgiven people who suddenly are filled with Hope.  Hope is why people are drawn to 
Easter.  I pray you have a Holy Easter—one in which you encounter the Holy.

The 
season seems to have common ground with 
baptism—as Christ lifts us up, we will be 
surprised by the life revealed!   
 
May we reverently observe life in nature, look 
for life, and nurture life in one another; and 
through surrender, reflect the life of Christ 
through ourselves.  Even in the stillness of the 
Lenten season, the still life remains, and we 
have our joy.  For every Christian knows, death 
is dead.  Christ came to die; and even more so, 
He came to be raised to life.
