I recently have discovered the writings of Ann Weems, the wife of a Presbyterian minister who 
tragically lost her son shortly after his 21st birthday.  She has authored many books of poetry.  I have 
used a number of her poems as devotionals at various gatherings.  I came across a poem entitled, 
“It’s About Jesus.”  The poem is too long to include in its entirety, so only a portion appears at the top 
of this article.  It is interesting that I would come across this particular poem as I was reviewing my 
schedule for this next month and realized Ash Wednesday was rapidly approaching and with it Lent. 
 
This poem was a gentle reminder that it is not “about me.”  Ministry is never about the minister; it is 
always about Jesus.  When we do the work of the church either as clergy, staff, or volunteer, it is 
always about Jesus.  This means we should always strive to do God’s will to bring God glory.  
Whatever accolades come our way are nice but should never be the motivation for what we do.  This 
means we must set aside our own agendas and ambitions and put God first. 
 
My epiphany is timely because of the approaching Lenten season as we prepare our hearts and 
minds for Easter.  With the ashes we receive on Ash Wednesday, we are reminded of our mortality.  
In the following weeks we will reflect on the meaning Easter has for each of us, and our evaluation of 
where we are in our faith journey is foremost.  During Lent, it is customary to give up something.  As 
you consider your sacrifice, I would encourage you to reflect on your motivation for doing so.  If it is to 
see if you can do it, then don’t do it.  That is not for the glory of God.  If you choose to do it because it 
honors God, then do it.  You see, it is not about you; it’s about Jesus.
