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“Come, let us go down, and confuse their language there, 
so that they will not understand one another’s speech.” 

 

Genesis 11:7 
 

 
 
Do you remember the story of the Tower of Babel?  The 
people decided it would be a good idea to build a tower to the 
heavens.  It is interesting to note that at the time of this 
pending architectural disaster, the people were united in one 
language.  Based on what happened next, it would be safe to 
assume that because of their one language, they understood 
each other.  Then God said what is quoted above, “they will 
not understand one another’s speech.”  This particular text 
came to mind as I listened with awe as one “news” program 
after another began to report about the Gulf oil spill; the worst 
environmental accident in the history of the United States as it 
has come to be known. 
 
I am at the point in which I do not want to hear any more about what “they” are going to do.  I 
want them to “do it.”  This is not a partisan issue; we are talking about both sides of the aisle and 
everything in between guilty of the “babble” we are hearing.  However, the babble is not limited to 
the Gulf disaster or “news” programs.  It would be easy to feel the world is in a state of babble. 
 
However, we should never forget about Pentecost—the receiving of the Holy Spirit.  After the 
Holy Spirit came upon the disciples with a sound like a rushing wind and tongues of fire, they 
immediately left their hiding place and began to preach to the people who had gathered.  Each 
person heard the message in his/her own language.  It is the antithesis of the Tower of Babel.  
The consequences of the Tower of Babel were that people no longer understood one another.  
The consequence of Pentecost was just the opposite; people could understand one another.  The 
difference, of course, was the Holy Spirit.  Because of the Holy Spirit, misunderstanding one 
another was no longer an issue. 
 
Is that what we are missing, the Holy Spirit?  I am not saying that the Holy Spirit is not present, 
but rather, we are not allowing the Holy Spirit to enter and transform us.  I imagine a day when 
what we hear on the “news” comes from a heart of love and compassion rather than a personal 
agenda.  I imagine a world where we truly live the Gospel and love our neighbor, even if they are 
different.  I imagine a day when I am not apprehensive about opening a newspaper to discern the 
truth embedded in a story.  However, one thing I am convinced of is we will not be able to do 
those things without the Holy Spirit.  So, my response to the Gulf disaster, “Come, Holy Spirit.”

Even when 
we despair because we seem unable to change 
the trials of life, presence and oneness says 
what words cannot. 
 

A story fitting for Memorial Day comes to mind.  
A mortally wounded soldier lays dying in site of 
enemy fire, despite the danger and full knowing 
his friend is mortally wounded, his fellow soldier 
runs through a hail of fire to bring him back to 
the fox hole.  His dying words were, “I knew you 
would come for me.”  I imagine he said that 
twice—first to his friend and then to Jesus, 
when he finally closed his eyes. 
 
God’s presence is everything to us.  As we 
gather in our faith community and anywhere in 
the body of Christ, we reflect the oneness of the 
one who always comes for us.  Just to be there 
for others, and God will be there too.

As of May 31, 2010, and thanks to donations, 
the outstanding loan balance for the 
Educational Building roof and sanctuary 
heating/cooling project has been reduced to 
$25,805.44.  Retiring this debt in time to have a 
note burning ceremony as a part of Salem’s 
150th anniversary celebration in August, 2010, 
would be following our historical tradition.
