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“Write the vision, make it plain on tablets.”        ~ Habakkuk 2:2 

 
 

Recently, the Long Range Planning Committee hosted a planning session at which Rosemary 
Captain and Rev. Chris Hill, senior pastor at Evangelical in Highland, facilitated.  It was a very 
productive afternoon of which the LRP (Long Range Planning Committee) is still processing the 
information gathered.  The event’s intention was to begin a process in which we might develop a 
vision of where we want Salem to be in five years.  By the time you receive this Messenger, we 
will have already celebrated Pentecost.  However, I want to offer some observations about these 
two events, Pentecost and our planning meeting.   
 
While the disciples were hiding behind closed doors, not knowing what to expect, they lived in 
hope along with their fear.  Jesus had told them there would be an advocate who would come 
among them.  While they waited, their fears were tempered by their hope that Jesus’ words would 
be fulfilled.  We know the rest of the story about how their expectations were not only met but 
exceeded as well.  Jesus and the prophets of old said that times would get worse before they got 
better.  The disciples probably thought things were at their worst when they were hiding in 
Jerusalem, afraid of being killed.  It was the Holy Spirit that changed all that.   
 
It is the same Spirit that filled the Parish Hall as we gathered, daring to dream and hope.   The 
words from Habakkuk came to mind, “Write the vision.”  There is something concrete about 
putting pen to paper.  It is like if an idea is in your mind, it is not real until it is written; so it may be 
shared and understood.  I often default to drawing illustrations when I am trying to explain 
something.  Visualization is one of the keys to understanding.   
 
The planning event was the beginning of a process that will take time to convert to a vision—a 
vision that will be written on plain tablets for all to see and understand.  As we move forward and 
the vision becomes clearer, I hope everyone will join in the process.

Building Fund Loan Repayment 
Original Amount Borrowed: $54,000 
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As of April 30, 2010, the outstanding loan 
balance for the Educational Building roof and 
sanctuary heating/cooling project was $31,346.  
Retiring this debt in time to have a note burning 
ceremony as a part of Salem’s 150th 
anniversary celebration in August, 2010, would 
be following our historical tradition.  The Parish 
Hall, built in 1950 for $45,000, was paid in one 
year.  The cost of constructing the Educational 
Building in 1971 was $152,300 and was paid in 
three years.  Remodeling the sanctuary in 
1979 at an estimated cost of $300,000 was 
paid in seven years.   

Salem members have always been generous 
when there is a need.  Each of us has different 
resources and responsibilities.  Some may be 
able to contribute more and some less.   An 
additional donation to the Building Fund 
averaging $350 per household would pay the 
outstanding loan.  Please give prayerful 
consideration to providing an additional 
donation to the Building Fund.  Donations may 
be placed in the offering plate using the 
Building Fund envelopes or with a check 
issued to Salem UCC with “Building Fund” on 
the memo line.  Thank you. 
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The Illinois South Conference’s 2010 Budget proposed by the Finance and Ministry Team and 
adopted at the annual meeting in September was a deficit budget.  A special appeal to churches for a 
“Cure the Gap” donation was a part of the budget plan.  Without the “Cure the Gap” donations, the 
use of investment fund principal will be required to balance the Conference’s budget.    As part of 
Illinois South Conference, Salem is challenged to donate $2,000 to this special appeal.
