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While | write this article, we are in the midst of Advent, preparing our hearts and minds for the gift of
Jesus Christ. By the time you read this, Epiphany will be fast approaching. In the not too distant
future, we will be in the midst of Lent, preparing our hearts and minds for Easter. The two texts listed
above are the bookends for Matthew's Gospel. They are two sides of the same coin. Let us pause
and consider the birth of the Christ child and what that really means. It means that God is with us; the
child is God incarnate. We sometimes lose sight of this in the middle of the pageantry and iconic
manger scenes. We tend to immediately look forward without considering the miracle of Christmas. |
am not talking about Mary giving birth (although that certainly is a miracle in and of itself); but rather,
the miracle that God is now among us—in human form. What we truly celebrate at Christmas is that
God is with us.

This is what Epiphany is about—the revelation that God is with us. The wise men who sought the
Christ child found so much more than they were looking for. They sought a child and found God. |
pray this is an Epiphany we all have—finding God in our midst. When we consider the Easter story
and all the pageantry that goes along with it, once again we can lose sight of the importance of those
events. We understand the suffering, death, and resurrection, which also are miraculous in and of
themselves. However, the true miracle of Easter, just as it is with Christmas, is that God is with us.

Christmas, Epiphany, and Easter serve to remind us of “Emmanuel™—“God is with us.” Maybe
“‘Emmanuel” should be the sentiment instead of “Happy Holidays” or “Merry Christmas.” “Emmanuel”
would be a greeting we could use all year because we need that reminder year round—not just at
Christmas. | hope you and your family had a blessed Christmas.

Let me be among the first to wish you “Emmanuel.”
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It seems fitting and
proper to wish everyone
a happy New Year; yet |
find it has no real power.
Happiness is often used
interchangeably with joy, yet they bear little in
common. Happiness is based in happenings
and circumstances. Joy is based in love.

As | write, consumed in the Advent Season, this
love and joy connection is very apparent—to
have joy is to be loved and to love. It is so
beautiful because no one can ever take this
away from us. We always can have joy, even in
the gravest moments of life, because we are
loved and because we do love.

In the profound mystery of God, love flows
through all the time zones of life. We love in
past memory. In a powerful way, we are

touched by love as we first hold a newborn baby
and in the memories we have of our loved ones’
laughter. These memories are not sealed in a
dusty tomb; they flow with the very present joy
we have. Love touches each present moment,
and we can feel that love flow out to others.
This is a power so profound that no one can
ever prevent you from loving them! Jesus
displayed this powerful love in His petition to
God that those who crucified Him be forgiven.

Love is a future vision of every goodness and
hope we have for all humanity with God forever.
Love flows in, through, and out to God and
others in each and every moment of our life.
Joy is there. It really is far too little for us to
simply wish each other a happy New Year
because what lies before us is a joyful New
Year!

May love and joy be yours always!
