We are God’s children called to seek, share, teach, and continue to experience the Word of God. 
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Christmas is over and a New Year begins.  However, let’s not be so quick to set aside Christmas.  Let 
us reflect on our Christmas experience.  During Advent, we lit the candles of hope, peace, love, and 
joy, and then on Christmas Eve, the Christ candle.  We did this to prepare our hearts and minds for 
the Christ child.  For me—and I suspect for you as well—Christmas Day embodies a sense of peace 
and calm.  Those images of peace and calm emerge in some of the Christmas hymns we sing.  It is 
this sense of peace and calm to which I wish to return.  For a brief time, the world was one as we all 
stood still in unity.  It is to that “oneness” I wish to return. 
 
During our Mission 1 project, I invited the staff to wear blue bracelets with the words “That They May 
All Be One,” which was not only the theme for Mission 1, but it is also one of the logos for the United 
Church of Christ.  After Mission 1 was over, I began to remove my bracelet.  As I stared at the words, 
I decided that I would begin each day with the prayer, “That They May All Be One.” 
 
“That They May All Be One” is a prayer Jesus prayed.  It is a prayer that I hope we, as a church and 
as the world, will adopt for the New Year.  Imagine what the world would be like if we all would work 
towards being one.  It would mean that there would be meaningful dialogue instead of petty bickering 
and belligerence in our nation’s capital.  It would mean that the world leaders would adopt an agenda 
of peace rather than an agenda of war.  It would mean that all people would be committed to feeding 
the hungry and giving help to the poor.  If all this is idealistic—then so be it.  If all of this sounds like a 
person with his head in the clouds—then so be it.  However, I would remind you that this vision of all 
being one did not originate from me, but rather, Jesus Christ. 
 

I look forward to a great year filled with the peace of Christ. 
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A meeting for the presentation and discussion of the proposed budget for 2012 is scheduled for 
Sunday, January 8 , immediately after worship.  There will be no action taken at this meeting, but 
there will be an opportunity to ask questions and make suggestions prior to the Annual Meeting.

Because of the short time frame, the Church Council agreed that the Annual Report 
would be distributed on January 15.  The Annual Meeting will be called to order immediately after 
church on January 15 , per the Constitution, and a motion will be requested to table all items, adjourn 
the meeting, and reconvene on January 22, immediately after worship.

Problems get people down.  We feel tense, fearful, or angry because things are changing—they 
seem out of control.  It’s hard to manage.  More than 2,000 Minnesota middle and senior high school 
students were asked how they handle serious problems in their lives.  Can you guess what they said?  
They either try to handle the problem themselves or talk to their friends.  It’s important to think about 
how to help yourself as well as a friend who comes to you.   
 
On Wednesday, January 4, 2012, Tom and Fran Smith will join us for Youth Night at 7:00 p.m. at 
Eden UCC in Edwardsville.  Their daughter died by suicide at the age of 26.  They will share with us 
ways to help ourselves and our friends during depression and if they talk about suicide. 
 
All youth are welcome whether they regularly attend Youth Night or not and whether or not they are 
members of Eden.  Parents, grandparents, friends—encourage the youth in your life to attend! 
 
This presentation is for youth only.  In February, we are planning a presentation for adults: parents, 
teachers, coaches, etc.  There will be more information about this presentation later.
