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We are God’s children called to seek, share, teach, and continue to experience the Word of God.   
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I recently received a newsletter from a church of which a very dear friend and seminary colleague, 
Ric Oberle, is pastor.  He had an excellent article regarding General Synod.  In fact, it was so good 
that I have decided to replicate it for you: 
 
This July members of the United Church of 
Christ will gather for General Synod, a biennial 
gathering of delegates and visitors from across 
the country for business, education and 
edification; a chance for the church to truly be 
the church in God’s world. 
 

This gathering is often fraught with controversy 
(just as Jesus’ ministry was!) because of some 
tough social and theological issues the 
delegates debate.  Past General Synods have 
debated the theological impact of issues such 
as ecology, economic injustice, and oppression 
based on sexual orientation.  Most of the more 
controversial issues are called “Resolution(s) 
of Witness” and, like any true witnessing, these 
resolutions speak the truth to power, pointing 
out the plight of the oppressed and lifting up 
those who are most in need of experiencing 
mercy and justice in God’s kingdom. 
 

Sometimes, individual members or 
congregations of the United Church of Christ 
disagree with the direction the Resolution(s) of 
Witness take.  Implementation of God’s justice 
can be subjective or contextual at times; and 
sometimes the impact of important witnessing 
in one area is not as easily understood by the 
members of another area.  An issue that is a 
daily struggle to United Church of Christ 
members on the West Coast, for example, may 

be incompressible to those of us in the 
Midwest; and vice-versa.  As one United Body 
of Christ, however, we are called to respect 
and support one another in the process of 
theological expression. (However, we are not 
necessarily called to agree!) 
 

One other thing we also need to remember, as 
General Synod convenes, is that these 
sometimes controversial Resolutions of 
Witness are part of a greater conversation; 
they are not legislation.  As autonomous 
congregations of the United Church of Christ, 
General Synod speaks to us, not for us.  The 
resolutions discussed are the opening to a 
conversation we are called to have (sometimes 
to begin) together; they are not 
commandments from any perceived hierarchal 
power.  One way to understand it—General 
Synod witnessing is very important; but their 
witnessing is a comma; not a period.  The 
witnessing of General Synod delegates is one 
more comment in an on-going theological 
conversation about particular social issues; not 
the final word on any matter.

Those of us who frequent the woodlands are well aware of the life cycle of the 
thirteen year locust that is upon us.

In our modern world, the masses generally 
become anxious and irritable when circumstances cause them to wait. 
 
As I consider the created world, anxiety seems to be absent in things apart from mankind.  Even 
animals in close contact with humans develop anxiety as though it were contagious with humans being 
the only carrier.  How then, are we with considerable potential for anxiety to live our lives in God’s 
perfect place?  Perhaps it is well for us to consider our personal history with God, recognizing when 
God has come at the perfect appointed time.  This alone may leave us bewildered in that we readily 
apply God’s timing to our plans, which is no more sensible than a man who takes a bus schedule to a 
train station and is confounded by what ensues.   
 
It is God’s plan!  The Master’s hands are never shaken.  If we are God’s instrument, we too remain 
unshaken.  Our course is to love the Lord with all our heart, go readily when God says go, and pausing 
when God says wait.  In the potential anxieties of life, we may do well to ask two questions.  Ask 
yourself, whose plan is this?  Ask God, are His hands shaking?  The answers to these two questions lie 
plainly on the path to God’s perfect place.   
 

May the peace of God be yours.
