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I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly. 

John 10:10 
 
“Tell me something good!”  These are the words that my father will 
often greet me with.  Those words crept into my thoughts as I 
reflected about the number of people who have dealt with adverse 
situations.  Too often we are willing to share our sorrows and woes 

without that same willingness to share what is good in our lives.  I am not trying to be 
Pollyannaish about it, but I do think we do not share and/or acknowledge the many ways in which 
we have been blessed.  Someone recently shared an interview in which Rick Warren, author of 
The Purpose Driven Life, said, “Life is a series of problems: Either you are in one now, you're just 
coming out of one, or you're getting ready to go into another one.  The reason for this is that God 
is more interested in your character than your comfort; God is more interested in making your life 
holy than He is in making your life happy.”  This quote is from a recent interview in which Rick 
Warren was reflecting on his wife’s cancer and his sudden wealth as a result of the success of his 
book. 
 
I respectfully disagree with this assertion.  I believe that God fully intends for us to be happy.  I do 
not see life as a series of problems but rather as a series of blessings.  Some may compare this 
to “the glass half empty or the glass half full.”  Again, I would respectfully disagree.  I would rather 
celebrate that there is  a glass.  To imply that our lives are merely a rehearsal for what is to come 
cheapens this life.  This is not what God intends for us.  God encourages us to choose life.  If life 
is as cheap as a rehearsal, would God encourage us to choose it?  Would Jesus come to give us 
abundant life? 
 
Like you, I have had my share of setbacks and disappointments.  I have experienced the death of 
loved ones. I have watched as loved ones have suffered through illness.  I give thanks for those 
loved ones in my life.  If I go through life with my head down, I will certainly miss what is going on 
around me.  I would encourage us to live not only for the promise of eternal life or for being 
“rewarded,” but I also would encourage us to live according to God’s will here on earth as it is in 
heaven.  We should give thanks for our daily bread.  We should forgive our debtors as our debts 
are forgiven.  We should not be led into temptation.  We pray this prayer every week.
