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We are God’s children called to seek, share, teach, and continue to experience the Word of God.

I recently returned from a Meyers-Brigg Type Indicator Certification program in Chicago, which you 
will hear more about in the coming months.  The basis of MBTI is the examining of personality 
dichotomies—something with seemingly contradictory qualities.  It occurred to me that there are times 
when we live in a dichotomy.  We live between the pain and sorrow of Good Friday and the joy of 
Easter.  On Good Friday, we painfully remember how Jesus was brought to trial, scourged, and hung 
on a cross to die.  We are left with our feelings of despair and abandonment.  Anyone who has lost a 
loved one knows that feeling.  I am always moved when I think of what Jesus suffered for me. To 
think it took His death for my sins to be forgiven is humbling, to say the least. 
 

Then Easter comes, and we are filled with joy.  When those feelings of sorrow at Good Friday are 
juxtaposed with the joy of Easter, it reveals the dichotomy in which we live—between joy and sorrow.  
This became apparent to me recently at a funeral, as I saw people who were grieving also smiling as 
a little boy squirmed between his aunts and uncles.  I remember thinking, how odd it was to see 
smiles in the midst of tears.  Suddenly, I had the realization that is exactly how we live our lives.  We 
are in denial to think we will not have sorrow in our lives.   
 

The message of Easter is that in the midst of our tears, God offers us hope.  When we are feeling the 
shame of our sin, Jesus’ death and resurrection wipes away our sin, and we are made clean once 
again.  We are an Easter people.  However, we tend to forget we are also a Good Friday people; and 
without Good Friday, there would be no Easter.  Therefore, without sorrow, there is no joy.  It is the 
dichotomy in which we live.
