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We are God’s children called to seek, share, teaaid continue to experience the Word of God.

Luke 12:34

There is one subject most preachers avoid preaching about—much less write about—because they
feel it is too controversial. They are aware that the subject has the potential to be the source of
dissension and anguish. The paradox is they also are aware that unless they preach and write about
it, it will usually end up being a problem. Of course, the subject is money. People are sometimes
surprised to learn that Jesus talked more about money than he talked about anything else, except the
Kingdom of God. Jesus talked more about money than he talked about helping others. He talked
more about money than he talked about how we serve God. When he did talk about money, he was
talking about all of those things. How we understand and how we use money has a great deal to do
with how we express love, help others, and serve God. This understanding and others in this article
come from the book, “Words for the Journey,” by Martin Copenhaver and Anthony B. Robinson.

In searching for some reference material to help us understand the theology of money and how it
relates to our faith, | came across this book, and like a gift from God, it spoke to the very heart of my
guest. Many people think that Jesus did not like money. Citing the story of the rich man and Jesus in
Matthew 19:23-24: “Truly 1 tell you, it will be hard for a rich person to enter the kingdom of heaven.
Again | tell you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for someone who is rich
to enter the kingdom of God.” Some will misquote the Bible by saying, “Money is the root of all evil.”
Actually, it reads: “The love of money is the root of all evil.” 1Timothy 6:10. Note the difference:
money itself is not evil, money is neutral. Money is a touchy subject because of its importance and
what it can do. Money has the power to heal and to destroy. Money has the power to join together
and to separate. Money can be used to classify the “haves” and the “have nots.” Money can be used
for good or evil. Our attitude towards money can be faithful or sinful. There is a great deal at stake in
how we use and understand money.

The question is never “Do | have enough money?” The answer to that question will always be “No.”
The question is “How are we being good stewards of our money?” One of the realities of money is
we do not own it. Money, like all things earthly, is a gift from God. | cannot answer why he or she
does not have all the money he or she needs. The question (or the answer) does not impact the
bigger question of “Are we being good stewards?”

This article is written at a time when our financial status is precarious, and we begin to consider our
budget for 2012. There will be some difficult conversations and even more difficult decisions that will
need to be made. The purpose of this article is not to “guilt” you in to giving more when the offering
plate comes around. Rather, | am hoping that we all will have prayerful reflections and listen to God’s
small voice as we discern whether our giving is a true reflection of our faith. Are our gifts given with
the understanding they are the hands and feet of Jesus? The things Jesus talked about: feeding the
hungry, clothing the naked, being a brother or sister to all we meet—those things can be done
through our tithes and offerings. Our tithes and offerings are not separate from our faith; they are
manifestations of our faith.

| believe Salem’s financial situation will improve. This church has a long, rich history. | am sure if we
are honest, Salem has gone through some tough economic times before. We will get through this
one. | also believe our nation will get better. | wish I could tell you when. However, I live in hope. |
live in the belief that God gave us all the talents and tools to work through our difficulties. Maybe we
should write our own Psalms of lament—crying out to God for His intervention.

| hope you will join me in prayer for our congregation that we may be joyful givers and doers of our
faith. Amen.

(Suggested Readings: Luke 11:33-36 and Luke 9:23-26)

Our lives are bombarded by advertisements. Each advertisement designed to entice us into buying,
joining, or subscribing. While we are well versed in avoiding the temptation, the instant we look or
listen, the question that comes to our mind is “Is it worth the cost?” This simple question is before us all
the time—whether or not we should go to school or work each morning or whether we should have the
second piece of pie.

The question is logical and relevant, even in our relationship to Christ. Is our relationship worth the
cost? First, let us examine the cost. The cost is way past sticker shock when we give this relationship
to the cashier—we are told firmly that it will cost everything we have, all we are, and all we will ever be.
Wow! It is time to reveal the value of this relationship before we set it aside. This relationship is tailor
made for you by God, who created everything and who made all the indestructible stuff the world is
made of—things that can change form but are never really destroyed. This relationship will fit you
perfectly and always will. Perhaps the greatest selling point is that it did cost God everything. There is
no higher treasure. Since authentic testimony from fulfilled customers is so effective in the world of
commerce, our witness should be effective as well.

How many people have considered this relationship and have set it aside upon seeing the cost? By
word, deed, joy, peace, and love, we are called to be witnesses to our own personal relationship with
our Savior. It sounds simple enough—one price, never a sale, one per customer—it is just as perfect
as we want it to be. Then save the best for last: “In my wildest imagination, | would never take it back!”
