Meeting of the lllinois South Conference. It was held at the Our Lady of the Snows Shrine in
Belleville, lllinois. Carol Reckman has a more detailed report in this month’s Messenger.
However, | wanted to offer some observations of the meeting.

“That they may all be one” was never more evident than at this year's Annual Meeting. Delegates
and pastors gathered to be in discussion regarding Mission Funding (Budget) and a resolution.
The evidence of “that they may all be one” was clear when a delegate in small group discussion
shared the struggle with the lllinois South Conference and the United Church of Christ National
Office. Concerned about ostracization, she felt apprehension about speaking up. She said she
was no longer afraid, and she felt encouraged to share her views.

| honestly believe her testimony was a “God” moment. In other words, through this woman, God
was showing the gathering what “that they may all be one” should look like. It is clear the United
Church of Christ is often misunderstood—even by its own members. There are often
proclamations, resolutions, and actions encouraged by the UCC National Office and lllinois South
Conference that are not agreeable to everyone. However, that is the point. We can disagree and
be part of the church. | do not know of many denominations (or non-denominations for that
matter) where a person can disagree and still be considered part of the church.

| do not always agree with the National Office or the Conference. However, | know | am still part
of the UCC and if (more accurately when) | speak up | will not be ostracized by the church. That
is what it meant by “inclusive” and “extravagant welcome.”

There were a number of ministries lifted up at the Annual Meeting. Some of those you will read
about in this month’s Messenger (Mission: 1), and some you will hear about in the coming months
(OCWM and Camp DuBais).

One other observation about this year's Annual Meeting: There were a number of conversations
regarding the future of the lllinois South Conference. You will hear more about the visioning that
took place in the near future. However, | want to reiterate one point. WE are the lllinois South
Conference. There is no “us” versus “them.” There is no “them” in the lIllinois South Conference.
It is not a separate entity that is insidiously trying to assert power and authority over the local
churches. Rather, it is the 82 churches that make up the lllinois South Conference. It is the
gatherings like the Annual Meeting, where we come together and reflect “that they may all be one”
that make up the lllinois South Conference.

| pray you will continue to join me in the lllinois South Conference. | also pray we continue being
“that they may all be one.”

The recent memorial to September 11, 2011, gives us pause to consider where we are now. One
particular program addressed how people were moved in their faith since the tragedy. | noted that
some moved closer to God, while others moved farther away.

The question is which do
we default to in the movements of life? The answer is in our title. We are first and forever most
believers, not knowers. Knowledge is good and is desired for its benefits that live in this realm; belief is
best because it gives life its value.

Take a few moments to list what you know and what you believe; be careful to list only the scientifically
provable to the side of knowledge. Please note that even love itself is not provable to the concrete
realm of knowledge. After compiling your list, ask yourself whether belief or knowledge should be the
trump. You know the answer; it is inside you. | believe it, but | cannot prove it. What do you believe?

Continuing Church Windows software support was approved. This is the software used for
membership and financial recordkeeping.

A request was received from Eden Seminary to support the Pflug Chair. Because of budget
constraints, money will not be sent.

The next regular meeting of the Salem Church Council will be on October 13 at 7:00 p.m.

Meeting was adjourned and closed with the Lord's Prayer.

It has come to the attention of the Stewardship Committee that the weekly Salem offering is no
longer covering the weekly expenses. In order to rectify this issue, the committee is asking for
all members to consider their potential and willingness to increase their weekly giving.

ILLINOIS SOUTH CONFERENCE ANNUAL MEETING

The Annual Meeting of the lllinois South Conference of the United Church of Christ was held at Our
Lady of the Snows Conference Center, in Belleville, lllinois, on September 10 and 11, 2011. Over
300 delegates and visitors attended representing the 82 churches of the lllinois South Conference.
Rev. Jerry Amiri, in the capacity of Pastor at Salem, was a voting delegate. In addition, voting
delegates representing Salem were Carol Amiri, Kathy Porter, and Carol Reckman.

The keynote speaker was Rev. Felix Carrion, the Still Speaking National Director. He delivered a
very passionate message. An inspirational worship service with communion was held in the church.

Almost $9,000 was received for the Oak Lodge Project at DuBois Center, and over $4,000 was
received for Uni-Pres Kindercottage.

The business portion of the meeting included the following:

Changes to the bylaws were approved relating to Conference committee structure, Finance &
Outdoor Ministries Team sections, and the General Synod delegates section.

New team members were elected and installed, including Rev. Jerry Amiri to the Conference
Gathering Team and as Region Convener and Pastor John Mindrup to the Local Church
Empowerment Team.

A budget of $1,149,617 was adopted. This includes a $44,800 deficit, which churches are
challenged to make up through the Cure the Gap campaign. This deficit is 18% less than last
year’s deficit. Included in the budget is $586,983 for DuBois Center, which is approximately one-
half of the budget. Churches are challenged to increase Our Church’s Wider Mission (OCWM) by
1% over last year.

A Justice & Witness resolution was approved with one vote more than the needed two-thirds
majority. Provisions of this non-binding resolution are:

Respectful treatment of women and minorities in the workforce.

lllinois South encourages women and minorities who are viable candidates for construction
careers be accepted into on-the-job training programs if a union, contractor workforce, or
apprenticeship program does not reflect the community or region in which it is located.
Churches are encouraged to include provisions in capital projects, so minorities and women
get their fair share of work.
