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We are God’s children called to seek, share, teach, and continue to experience the Word of God.   
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I had a seminary professor who would begin each class with this responsive cheer.  Sometimes it 
was inspiring and other times it was irritating.  Imagine being in class after an hour drive to be met 
with this responsive cheer.  I admit there were times when I did not feel very cheerful that early in the 
morning. 

However, it was not long before I realized what was really going on.  The professor was not 
intentionally trying to be annoying, but rather was trying to help us focus on why we were there.  In a 
recent Alban Institute article, the author talks about how people claim they do not have time to 
discern—that is, to pause and reflect.  Discernment, like anything worthwhile, takes discipline and 
practice.  In our modern world, we are encouraged to do more and go faster.  Discernment on the 
other hand, encourages us to slow down to hear what God might be saying to us.  Discernment is 
encouraged when we need to make decisions.  Rather than using personal gain as a barometer, 
discerning God’s will is paramount. 

Why is focusing on God so hard for us?  At times, we forget who we are and whose we are—we are 
children of God.  God is in control—not us.  I would suggest this: Introduce a daily spiritual discipline 
of reading your Bible followed by a short prayer of thanks.  You will be surprised how your focus will 
shift from you to God.  At first, it will be difficult.  However, like any discipline, it will take practice and 
commitment.  Soon, before you know it, it will become a normal part of your day. 

I wish you good luck and God’s peace as you begin your new spiritual discipline.  Let us support one 
another and hold one another accountable and check in with each other by asking: “Did you read 
your Bible today?”

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On a recent visit to a nursing home, I was unable to gain entrance through the front door, so I simply 
went around and entered the side door.  When the simplest of ways is blocked, it is very human for us 
to become frustrated.  The level of frustration is normally equivalent to the distance and time spent on 
the detour. 
 
As I detoured through the side entrance that day, I had an opportunity to greet and visit with a resident 
who I had not seen at the Bible Study lately.  If I had been able to use the front door, I would not have 
seen her at all.  Perhaps the detours of life that cause us to steam and rage have a hidden blessing or 
an opportunity for growth.  Whatever the cause, should we be detained or should our course be altered, 
we do well to acknowledge the plan is not ours but rather God’s. 
 
I long have been intrigued by the path water takes.  I have witnessed several water courses that have 
been straightened.  In a decade or so, they have formed new channels with bends and turns that 
increase with each rain.  Despite the course, all waters flow to the sea—just as God’s love will finally 
flow home to the Lord.  The Israelites of the Exodus meandered like a stream, often like the way of our 
life.  As I reflect on the ordered way of God, I cannot imagine that all convulsions are without purpose.  I 
believe there is a reason God brought us this way.  May we assess potential blessing in all the detours 
of life.
