Continue to experience the Word of God —We open our hearts to God and allow the Holy Spirit
to fill us.

The next step is to develop a process in which each committee and organization of Salem can study
the mission statement and evaluate how their ministries reflect the statement.

The process is intended to give each committee and organization the tools needed to evaluate—and
in some cases, modify their ministries. However, this mission statement is more than a catalyst for
our committees’ and organizations’ evaluation. It is intended to be a reflection of Salem. This, in
turn, means that it is intended to be a reflection of us, individually. | encourage each of you to
prayerfully study this mission statement and ask yourself, “How is my life a reflection of this
statement?”
